
 

2022 Consecration Schedule  
 

• January 3-7 (Daily Prayer & Scripture) 

• January 10-14 (1 meal per day after 3pm, Daily Prayer & Scripture) 

• January 18-21 (All-Natural Foods1 only, Daily Prayer & Scripture) 

• January 24-25 (43hr. “Absolute Fast2,” Daily Prayer & Scripture)  

1All-Natural Foods are any food that was once grown or alive. Remember, “If you can grow it or kill it; you can eat it.” 
2“Absolute Fast” means no food or drink beginning @ midnight Jan 24 and ending @ 7p Jan 25.  Also, remember this 
entire month we are drinking water only and abstaining from all forms of Social Media (with the exception of the TCC 
YouTube Broadcast).   
 
Pray this prayer at 9am, 12noon, and 3pm daily; except on Sunday.
